How To Vote

If you are registered to vote you will receive a polling card before
voting day. Location of your polling station is on the card.
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Polling Stations are open from 7am to 10pm. Signs will show you
where to go.
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Collect your ballot papers from the desk. You will be asked your name
and address. You will be given 3 ballot papers.
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Enter the polling booth to complete your ballot papers in private. If you
make a mistake ask for another copy of the ballot paper.
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Vote for the Mayor of London on the pink ballot paper. You will have a
1st choice and 2" choice for Mayor.
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Vote for your 1st choice with a X in the first column.
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Vote for your 2nd choice with a X in the second column.
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You will also be voting for a Constituency Member. Use the yellow ballot
paper. Put a X in the box next to your choice of candidate.
